that its Burlington WorldWide

division is to invest more than

US$60m in a joint venture to

build a state-of-the-art cotton

manufacturing complex in Da

Nang, Vietnam. Burlington

Phong Phu Supply Chain City

will be 60% owned by an ITG subsidiary and

40% owned by Phong Phu, one of the largest tex-

tile and clothing enterprises in Vietnam.

ITG began working in Vietnam last year through

the Vietnam Garment and Textile Group (Vinatex),

whose chairman Le Quoc An was instrumental in

facilitating the relationship and agreement with

Phong Phu.

Supply Chain City will employ more than 1,500

people in a vertical operation from weaving, dye-

ing and finishing of cotton through to garment

sewing and wet processing. Operations, which are

expected to begin by December 2007, will include

a dyeing and finishing capacity of 60m metres.

“Vietnam is a country at the forefront of

growth and provides an excellent platform for

launching Burlington Phong Phu Supply Chain

City,” said Kenneth Kunberger, president,

Burlington WorldWide.

“This region offers distinct skills in intricate

sewing and apparel production. Supply Chain

City brings together Burlington’s extensive fab-

ric expertise with Phong Phu’s garment knowl-

edge offering customers a unique, full-service

garment solution.”

Wilbur Ross, chairman of ITG, added: “Viet-

nam is becoming an increasingly important

resource for garment production.

ONWARD Kashiyama, one of Japan’s largestknitwear and clothing producers, is to build
a factory in Ho Chi Minh City, Vietnam, as it
scales back production in China. More than 60%
of Onward’s apparel is made overseas, with 90%
of it sourced in China, but the company wants to
take advantage of even lower labour costs in Viet-
nam, which can be up to 40% less than in China.Together with a Japanese apparel firm, On-
ward will invest ¥200m (US$1.7m) in the 4,600
sq. metre facility, which will boost the compa-
ny’s capacity in Vietnam by 56%.The new apparel factory will be built in Ho Chi
Minh City’s Tan Thuan export processing zone
and is projected to produce 250,000 items a year
under its Kumikyoku and other women’s apparel

Government needs cashMYANMAR plans to sell a 49% stake in 11 facto-
ries as the government tries to raise much-need-
ed cash, according to official media. The facto-
ries produce a range of goods, including textiles.Myanmar remains one of the world’s poorest
countries. The economy has been further shack-
led by a number of US and European sanctions
imposed over such issues as human rights abus-
es and the military government’s failure to deliv-
er on promised democratic reforms.However, neighbouring countries, such as
China, Indiaand Thailand,have been incr-easing theirtrade with My-anmar, mainlyto tap into thecountry’s natur-al gas reservesto fuel theirown growingeconomies.
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
